Classroom Expectations and Discipline Plan
· Enter the room quietly and find your seat.

· Do not disturb any lab or student materials until told to do so by the instructor.

· Follow daily instructions listed on the board and begin working. 
· No talking while the Teacher is speaking.

· Raise your hand to speak.

· Inappropriate language will not be tolerated.
· Respect your classmates and their belongings.

· Keep hands and feet to yourself.

· Treat others as you would want to be treated.
· No Food or Drink in the Classroom unless approved by instructor.

· No Chewing Gum
· If you are caught chewing gum 5 times in a semester you will be sent to the office on a referral
· Unnoticed chewing gum may be thrown away without penalty.  It is better in the trashcan than under our desks! (Self Discipline)

· Cell Phones
· Cell Phone usage is not permitted in the classroom or on campus unless the instructor gives the student(s) direct permission.

· If I see you using your cell phone, without direct permission, it will be taken up and turned into the office.  
· To ensure your phone is not taken, leave it in your locker or deposit it in classroom cell phone storage at the beginning of class.  

Discipline Plan
Nonverbal reminder. You have been in school long enough to understand “the look”! 

Verbal reminder. I will say something to you concerning your negative behavior.  (5 warnings before next step.) 

Environment change. I will move you to another seat or classroom. (5 warnings before next step)
Parental Involvement. I will involve your parent(s) in the issue.  This is a phone call or email home.  (3 warnings before next step)
Severe/Serious Disruptions.  I will send you to front office with referral. (After office visit, you will be given another 3 warnings before receiving another referral.)  

Parent Conference/ Counselor. Conference will be set up between you, parents and team teachers.

*Depending on the seriousness of the offense you might skip stages of consequence. Also, the behavior plan will restart each semester giving the student a clean slate. *
